To incorporate GLYPHICONS into the website is quite easy. The compatibility is ensured in all modern browsers by 
using HTML5, CSS and simple javascript.

GLYPHICONS may be used either as an image or as a 
font. The image version is retina ready in two filetypes. 
The SVG format is not supported by some older web 
browsers and therefore it is necessary to have mod-
ernizer.js in your HTML header with running Inline SVG 
detection. 

In case you’ll decide to implement the icons using the 
font you’ll be able to change their color, size and even 
animate them very easily. Simply by changing classes 
it is possible to change the color of the icons from dark 
grey to white, etc.
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Anything Doesn’t Work Well?

Make sure that you’re using the correct file structure 
and all the files are properly included in your HTML 
header. 

Internet Explorer 7 and older browsers doesn’t sup-
port the font-face and therefore it’s more appropriate 
to insert the icons through an image. 

In case that the icons doesn’t appear in Internet 
Explorer 7 or 8 as an image, it can be caused by 
missing modernizer.js in your HTML header, which is 
used to aid detection of SVG.

When the icons are blurred, make sure that you’re 
using default 12px size for Halflings, 24px size for 
regular GLYPHICONS or multiples of this size. 

Also check your CSS file and make certain that it in-
cludes all the default values as a webkit-font-smooth-
ing, etc. 

Unfortunately, using the font formate isn’t a per-
fect way, but at this time there is no other way how 
to keep the icons sharp in all sizes on all devices. 
Please, keep this in your mind.

The SVG specification is an open standard and 
thanks to its cross-browser support of more than 
70% it can be used almost anytime on the web.

LESS extends CSS with dynamic behavior such as 
variables, mixins, operations and functions. LESS 
runs on both the client-side (Chrome, Safari, Firefox) 
and server-side, with Node.js and Rhino.
